Do you know what a generation gap is? Even if you don't know the particular
definition, you are aware of this problem, basing on your own experience. Generation gap is a
popular term used to describe serious differences between people of two generations.

To realize how to deal with it, you should keep in mind that generation gap includes
several aspects: children must know as much as possible about their parents and parents — about
the world outlook of their children, about relations between brothers and sisters, and also about
the attitude to them of close relatives on both sides — father's and mother's.

Children demand a great deal of attention, time and patience, so, if you are not ready to
devote all that to your baby, it is better not to hurry There are many families where both parents
keep working after giving birth to their baby It is similar to the situation with a single-parent
family, when a father or a mother hardly have enough time and neglect their children's
upbringing. In such cases most of the time the child has to spend on his own or with his friends.
Due to the fact that he has not got any guidance from his parents he may be involved in some
bad companies which commit violence or even crime and become alcohol or drug addicted.
When the parents discover that, it's usually too late to change anything.
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On the other hand, there is a different situation when the parents treat their children too
strict and don't give them any freedom at all. In this case the children may become pariahs
among their peers. Constant bans may increase the risk that the child will grow up insolent and
defiant. This causes another big problem — lying. The child is forced to lie to the parents
because of the fear to be punished. It can be anything from putting on make-up in the girls' room
at school to stealing.

Some children rebel against discipline and family values. They listen to a loud music,
wear inappropriate, to their parents' mind, clothes, dye their hair in inconceivable colours, have
all their bodies pierced and tattooed trying to show their independence and establish their
identity. They want to be treated as adults, but they are not ready to take all the necessary
responsibilities. It doesn't mean that your child is bad and he will become a criminal. Of course,
not! It only means that your child is in his transitional age and he is in need of your
understanding and support.

But how to handle such behaviour? Parents should become his close friends. First of all
they should learn to respect his interests. Try to speak with him as often as possible, offer some
parent-child activities like shopping or going in for sports. It is worth involving the child in
discussing some family questions, just to show that he is a full member of the family. Moreover,
children in their teens are very vulnerable when they are criticized in public, so try to avoid it.
Parents should always be honest and sincere with their child; otherwise it would be unfair to
require the same from him.

Too authoritarian parents can't do any good to their children as well as parents who
overindulge all the child's caprices. Overindulgence may lead to the same results as negligence.
There are parents who are afraid of hurting the child by banning something when it is necessary.
Such parents risk becoming powerless in the family and losing control over their children who
may become spoiled and capricious.

It demands to make a great effort from both parents and children to reach mutual
understanding. There are many different opinions on the question of treating children if they
disobey their parents, but every parent should decide for himself what will be best for his child
and set him on the right path.

City vs. Town

You definitely know both of these words, which we translate in Russian as “ropoxa”. But
what is the difference between them? Some dictionaries translate “city” as “a big, more or less
significant settlement”, but how to define this “more or less”?

Isn’t it easier to ask a native speaker? And here you are, telling your foreign friend about
the place you were born at: “Yeah, we have the beauty in Urjupinsk, that’s my home town ... or
home city?” “How am I supposed to know?” — he answers you quite seriously. — “Is there a
cathedral?” A cathedral?! Actually, atheism has been our state religion for last 70 years. What
does this have to do with the question?

It turns out directly one. There is a church — it’s called “a city”, there is no church — “a
town”.

Of course, at present this criterion is somewhat outdated, and a small settlement with a
population of several hundred thousand people would be called «a town». At the same time, if
there is at least some more or less significant production in it, then it will be called “a city”.

In America, town is somewhere between the city and the village. The latter is translated
into our language as “mepeBHs”: to be so called in the USA, a settlement must have less than
1000 inhabitants (or occupy no more than 13 km2 of area), most of which are engaged in
agriculture. In the town there are from 1,000 to 30,000 inhabitants, while there are practically no
multi-storey houses — mostly single-storey ones. However, this distinction is very conditional,
since the status of a city is often determined by state laws with regard to financial considerations,
since, from a legal point of view, the town and city differ in the type of city management: city is
a legally defined entity with all the powers that follow.

What should we do? Both in our cities and in towns there may be multi-storey buildings,
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therefore it is worth focusing on the population size and the development of the settlement. And
if we are talking about a regional center — we should use the word “city”, and if you need to
emphasize the compactness — “town”.

There are also a number of phrases in which the words town and city are not
interchangeable. Here are some of them:

a town house — rayuxayc

one-horse town — ropouIIKO, 3aX0IyCThE

the City — Cutwn, nenoBoii nentp Jlonmona

capital city — cronuma

city lights — orau 6oibIII0r0 ropoja.

Of course, we all have smartphones with Internet access, and we can easily find our way
in an unfamiliar city using Google maps. However, imagine that charging on the phone is over,
and you get lost. What will you do? The introvert’s bad dream becomes a reality: you have to ask
the stranger for directions. How to do this effectively?

The structure of European, American and Russian cities is not much different. There is
always a downtown (or a center) in the city and its outskirts (where it is better not to go, unless,
of course, you are not a risky guy). The city is divided into districts or neighbourhoods (this
word is mostly used in Am. E.; in Br. E. it means «oxpyra»; also in New York there
are boroughs), some of which are notorious, and some — are famous in the whole world as a
symbol of luxury and success.

There are streets in all the cities. A street is a road combined with a sidewalk for
pedestrians or a cycle path. The central street of the city with shops and developed infrastructure
is usually called main street (rmaBuas ymuiia). This is accepted in almost all cities of the world,
so if you do not know the exact name of the main street or simply cannot pronounce it correctly,
ask a passer-by about main street and he will understand where you want to go.

For the average Russian tourist who knows only basic English it won’t be particularly
important, a boulevard is in front of him or an avenue. When asking for directions, he will
usually use the word “street”. But what is the difference?

Avenue is a wide road, usually with several lanes for driving cars. It is interesting that in
order for an ordinary street to turn into an avenue, it must have green plantings on its sides (trees
or bushes). Therefore, sometimes an alley in the park or driveway to the house is also called
avenue. True, in New York this word has a special meaning. So, in the Manhattan area, all the
streets that go from the southwest to the northeast are called avenues, while the thruways
perpendicular to them are streets. Each of them has its own serial number. The word “boulevard”
came to English from French. Unlike avenue, boulevard means a more busy street with heavy
traffic, the traffic lanes of which are separated by green areas. Sometimes a busy city street,
regardless of whether it is a street, a boulevard or an avenue, is called a single word
“thoroughfare”. It can be translated as “the main artery of the city”.

Another kinds of thruway are alley and lane. An alley is a narrow and small lane between
houses or rows of houses. In addition, this word can call the paths in the city park, which in turn
can be numbered or even have names mapped for easy orientation. In a city, a lane usually
means the passage connecting two parallel streets. As we know from criminal films about New
York, various unpleasant events take place in these lanes: thefts, assaults and other crimes. By
the way, the word lane is also used to name road lanes, separated by markup. So, on the same
road there are usually several lanes. We can also use words “side street”, “alleyway” and
“backstreet” to name this passage. But they have their own specifics. For example, the last word
is used to denote a very specific place for Britain: a narrow passage between the backyards of
terraced houses. In Russian, it can be translated by the word “3agBopku”.

And what about our word “npocnekt”? Never translate it with the word “prospekt”! Most
often it is translated by the word avenue (whether there are trees on it or not) or the “broad
street”.
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In addition to various kinds of roads with sidewalks, on which a pedestrian can walk,
there are various public spaces in the city: squares, parks, gardens and public gardens, walking
areas and just recreation areas. Have you ever wondered what the public garden is different from
the park? I have. But let’s talk about it in the next text.

In the text above, we asked about the differences between the park and the square. So
what are they?

Both of them are the favorite places of rest for the citizens who are tired of the endless
streams of cars, street noise and fuss. But if you look at the dictionary, you can read the
following: a park is “a green open area for recreation”, and a public garden is a “green
landscaped territory inside an industrial or residential building”.

Square, like a park, is an object of city landscaping. It is a plot whose size in most cases
does not exceed two hectares. Squares are often located at the crossroads of streets, on the square
or in residential areas. Their planning usually includes grounds, flowerbeds, paths, lawns,
separate groups of shrubs and trees. These are peculiar oases within the city boundaries, intended
for short-term rest. The so-called aesthetic center of the public garden is decorated with
sculptures or a fountain. This is a great place for walks with children and a fleeting rest in the
process of moving around the city.

Parks occupy an impressive area — often their size reaches 10 hectares — and represent the
entire architectural and landscape objects. In addition to green spaces, alleys, landscaped paths,
benches and arbors, the park implies the presence of various elements of decoration. These
include monuments, fountains, sculptures, etc.

Those who will decide to go through The Trans-Siberian Railway will have visited 87

1. The most important thing to take
with you is a passport. Seriously, in Russia
you cannot feel safe if you do not have a pass-
port with you.

Great Britain

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (the UK) is the official
name of the state, which is situated on the British Isles. This state is also called Great Britain af-
ter the main island with the same name. The UK consists of four countries, which are England,
Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Their capitals are London, Edinburgh, Cardiff and Bel-
fast.

The UK is an island state. The two main islands are Great Britain (where England, Scot-
land and Wales are situated) and Ireland (where Northern Ireland and the independent Irish Re-
public are situated). The two islands are separated by the Irish Sea. The UK is washed by the
Atlantic Ocean in the north and the North Sea in the east.

The UK is separated from the continent by the English Channel and the Strait of Do-
ver. The Strait of Dover is the narrowest part of English Channel. The nearest point to Europe
is Dover which is only thirty-two miles from France. Dover is one of the most ancient ports. If
you cross the English Channel by ferry you can see the white chalk cliffs of Dover and Dover
Castle.

Nationalities. HanuonanbHocTH

Everyone who was born in Britain is British. People from England are English. People
from Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland are not English. They are Scottish or the Scotts,
Welsh and Irish.

Languages. SI3bikn

Everyone in Britain speaks English. But in some parts of Scotland and Wales people
speak different languages as well. The Welsh are especially proud of their language. They like to
speak Welsh, to sing songs in Welsh and when you travel you can see road signs in Welsh all
over Wales. Everyone in the UK speaks English but they all speak it differently. A Scottish per-
son has to listen carefully if he wants to understand a Londoner or a Welsh person.

Population. Hacesnenne

More than 56 million people live in Britain. Many of them live in big industrial cities like
London. The biggest cities of England are Manchester, Birmingham, Leeds, Liverpool (Eng-
land); Edinburg, Glasgow, (Scotland).

Nature. ITpupoaa

Foreigners are often surprised by the fact that much of land in Britain is open country.
There are many lonely hills, quiet rivers, deep lakes and just farmlands especially in the south of
the country. The open country is named Lowlands but it changes for hills called Highlands in the
north of the country.
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Climate. Kaumar

The climate in Great Britain is very mild. The winter temperature is between +3° and
+7°. Snow does not cover the ground very long, except on the mountains. The summer tempera-
ture is between +15° and +18°. It often rains.

The English weather is very changeable. So when English people make plans for holi-
days they usually begin, “If the weather...”

The best-known Russian writers and poets are Aleksander Pushkin (the 2d in the pic-
ture), Michail Lermontov, Sergey Esenin, Nicolay Gogol, Ivan Turgenev, Leo Tolstoy, Fyodor
Dostoevsky, Anton Chekhov, Boris Pasternak and others.

The first cosmonaut on the Earth, Yuri Gagarin (the 4th in the picture) was from Rus-
sia and he made his flight into space on the 12" of April in 1961.

The father of Russian science is Mikhail Lomonosov (the 1st in the picture). He was also
an outstanding poet and the founder of Russian literature. He founded the first Russian universi-
ty.

All in all, Moscow is a varied city that amazes with its sizes, culture, and people. Many
foreigners come there not only as tourists but also to do business or to live in this vibrant capital.

CUSTOMS, TRADITIONS AND HOLIDAYS IN RUSSIA

The Russian love for holidays is known the world over. We adore holidays, indeed. But
who does not? Perhaps our love for holidays is special for its indiscrimination — anything goes,
just give us a chance to break the daily working routine and indulge into the surfeits of merry-
making, eating and drinking. Of course, every holiday is good in its own way and we are not in-
different to their meaning and ritual side. Yet, it is not rare in this country that holidays vary both
their attributes and meaning.

Thus, Russian holidays present a mixture of new and
old, religious and secular, professional and private. National
holidays reflect multicolored Russian history. Christian tradi-
tions were combined with pagan ones and therefore strongly
connected to the seasons and agricultural cycle. Church holi-
days were mixed with those introduced during the communist
regime. And we do not mind: every holiday deserves celebra-
tion. When a national holiday falls on a weekend day people

enjoy additional day-off because it is considered to be unfair to miss either a holiday or a week-
end.

January 1 - The New Year

The New Year is the first in calendar and in popularity. It will be

true to say that now the New Year is a greater holiday than Christmas in

Russia. Long before December 31 sparkling fir trees appear in the streets,

shops, offices and houses, bringing the joy of festive preparations and

hope for happy miracles in the coming New Year. It is time to make

wishes and presents to all friends and relatives. Children are looking for-

ward for Father Frost (actually he is Grandfather Frost - Ded Moroz in

Russian) and his granddaughter Snow Maiden (Snegurochka) to arrive at

night and leave presents under the fir-tree. The grown-ups traditionally stay up for the whole
night, making merry with friends and relatives.

The New Year celebrations slip to Christmas festivities and go on till January 8 - all these
days from December 31 to January 8 are official days off now.

The celebrations start at about 11 pm, when the family is seated at the festive dinner.
Shortly before 12 pm they toast “for the old year”, remembering and paying tribute to the good
things it brought about. It is a custom in Russia to listen to the speech of the head of state broad-
casted over TV and radio. The President traditionally summarizes the achievements of the past
year and wishes Happy New Year to the citizens of Russia.

After the speech, at midnight sharp, the country listens to the Kremlin chimes, which sig-
nalize the beginning of the New Year. The chimes are followed by the country’s hymn.

During these exciting minutes all are drinking Champaign and wish each other Happy
New Year. Afterwards lots of people like to go outdoors to let off all sorts of fireworks and
bangers, and lit Bengal lights. Festive performances with songs, dances and games are held at the
central squares of cities and towns.
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As for lovers of peace and silence, their day will come to, when after the uproarious New
Year’s night the streets turn unusually quiet and calm for a few days, even in megalopolises like
Moscow.

New Year Popular Beliefs

There is a whole range of beliefs concerning the celebrations of the New Year. The most
famous saying asserts: “As you meet the New Year, so will you spend it”. Thus everyone does
one’s best to celebrate this decisive holiday merrily and in the hearty company of friends and
family.

They also say, that one must “leave all the debts to the old year”, i.e. return the debts be-
fore the beginning of the coming year. On the New Year’s Night one ought to be wearing brand
new clothes, which at the best should be of the “lucky colours” of the year to come.

One of the most significant and breath-taking elements of the New Year’s Night is mak-
ing wishes. They believe that the utmost wishes made on the New Year’s Night will surely fulfill
in the New Year. There is a unique method of making wishes that gives almost a hundred per-
cent fulfillment guarantee: while the chimes are striking twelve, one should write the wish on a
sheet of paper, burn it on a candle, mix the ashes in his/her glass of Champaign and drink it be-
fore the chimes cease striking.

January 7 — Christmas
Russian Christmas comes two weeks later than in
other countries, on January 7. This difference is due to the
Orthodox Church that follows the Julian (old style) calen-
dar. However, our 'spacious soul' cannot but feel with the
rest of the world celebrating this fairy holiday on December
Christmas came to Russia in X century to substitute
for pagan festivities of the winter solstice. Traditionally,
people celebrated the Christmas Eve (January 6) with their
families. The next day, however, carousing and merrymak-
ing started, including masqueraded visits to neighbors with song singing, round-dancing and
playing traditional games. Russian Christmas is rich with beautiful traditions. One of them is
called Kolyadki. At Christmas night young people put on fancy dresses, gather in a noisy crowd
and go in every house on their way, singing carols and merry songs. Hosts of the houses thank
singers with all the kinds of sweat stuff like candies, chocolates and pastry. Among other
Christmas traditions are wishes of wealth and happiness for everybody and snowball games.
It was a custom for young ladies to tell fortune on these days; lots of fortunetelling meth-
ods have kept till days - yet they are not so widely used, of course. In Soviet times they abolished
Christmas as an official holiday. In spite of that, it was still secretly celebrated by many people.

January 14 - The Old New Year's Day

Discrepancy between church calendars leads to the fact that January 14th corresponds to
January 1 in the Julian calendar. And for those people who celebrate Christmas on 7 of January it
is logical to meet the New Year seven days later. Others prefer not to lose a good chance to wel-
come the New Year twice.

Old New Year’s Fortune-Telling and Carol-Singing

The most popular customs of Christmastide, which coincides with the Old New Year, are
fortune-telling and kolyadki (carol-singing). Divination is special on the Old New Year’s Eve.
Almost everybody did it in olden days: the elderly people wanted to know about life, girls and
boys about their intended, mothers about health and fortune of their children, and thrifty manag-
ers about business success.

The most common divination about future life was the one with spoons: the spoons are
left on the table when everyone goes to bed. Everyone remembers his spoon and in the morning
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finds out how it lies: if it is just the way you put it before, everything will be fine, but if the
spoon has somehow turned upside down, you should take care of your health and guard yourself
against troubles.

One of the Old New Year’s divinations about getting married is to overhear conversations
at somebody’s doors: if a girl hears “go” she will soon be married, and if it happens to be “sit”,
she will have to wait longer for her intended to arrive.

Actually, there were a great number of divination ways and methods, yet the majority of
them have been forgotten.

February 23 - Man's Day

February 23 is celebrated all over Russia as
the Homeland Defender’s Day. Now a public holiday, it was first
established in 1922 as the Red Army Day and from 1949 to 1993
it was named Day of the Soviet Army and the Navy. Nowadays,
however, it has gained a more general sense of the “Man’s Day”,
as a just match for the Women’s Day following it on the calen-
dar. Daddies, granddaddies, brothers, boyfriends, husbands and
sons (i.e. all possible defenders) and, certainly, those who have
served or are serving the army, get their share of greetings and

presents on this remarkable day.

March 8th - International Women's Day
Russian women adore this holiday, when attention and care of men is guaranteed. On
this day, it is traditional for men of all ages to give presents and flowers to women. Particular at-
tention is paid to women inside their families.

Russian women hardly ever recollect that this holiday originated as a day of rebellion of
women struggling to equal their rights with the men's ones.

At a second International Socialist Women's Conference organized in Copenhagen in
1910 Klara Zetkin, a champion of women's rights, proposed to fix 'a day of the struggle for
women's rights’, i.e. for equal opportunities.

As years went by, the holiday lost its original purpose and meaning, though in many
countries it is the time for the feminists' rallies and the day of the struggle against the opposite
Sex.

In Russia, on the contrary, it is a day of affection and concord between the sexes. In a
way, it is similar to such holidays as Valentine's Day and Mother's Day. It is a lovely holiday
celebrating the beauty of women blossoming and nature awaking in spring.

Russian Orthodox Easter (Paskha)
Paskha is the highest celebration of the Orthodox Church. At midnight the church ser-
vice starts.

It is a good time for visiting friends and relatives. People
greet each other with words "Christ is risen” and "Indeed risen..."
and treat each other with brightly colored boiled eggs, a symbol
of Easter. The holiday table is served with such specialties as
paskha (rich mixture of sweetened curds, butter and raisins) and
kulich (Easter sweet bread). The Paskha is traditionally pyramid-
shaped which is symbolic of Christ’s tomb.

The Russian Easter egg tradition dates back to pre-

Christian times when people saw eggs as fertility symbols and as devices of protection. Eggs
represented renewal or new life. When Russian Orthodoxy was adopted, eggs took on Christian
symbolism. One example of this is how red eggs symbolize the blood of Christ. The color red
has strong symbolism in Russian culture.
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Eggs may be cracked with nails as a reminder of Christ's suffering on the cross. Addi-
tionally, one egg may be cut into pieces—one piece for each family member at the Easter table
to eat. Why do you have Easter eggs at Easter? Very simply, Christians have eggs at Easter be-
cause pagans used to celebrate the coming of spring with eggs (which were a sign of new life
and rebirth). When Christianity spread and conquered pagan cultures, the old customs got ab-
sorbed into the new religion.

May 1 — Mayday

The Mayday holiday on thelst of May started to be regularly cele-
brated in Russia since 1890. Until recently this holiday was called the Inter-
national Solidarity Day of Workers and was one of the major Soviet holi-
days, widely celebrated by people all over the country with Mayday parades
with bright banners, balloons and spring flowers. During the Soviet rule
demonstrations of workers and even military parades were held on the 1st of
May on the Red Square, Moscow. On the second day of the holiday may-
ovkas — alfresco public merrymaking - traditionally took place. In the 1990s
the holiday lost its ideological meaning in Russia and in 1992 it was re-

named into the Holiday of Spring and Work.

May 9 - Victory Day

The 9th on May is a very significant nationwide holiday of the victo-
ry of the Soviet people over fascist Germany in the Great Patriotic War.
Honouring the memory of soldiers who rescued the world from fascism, the
Russians solemnly celebrate this holiday starting from 1945. However, it
was declared an official day off not before 1965. In the course of time the
celebrating ceremonies of the Victory Day have somewhat changed: the
military parades, which were held annually before, are nowadays arranged
only in the good round figure years; and there are no longer the earlier in-

dispensable demonstrations of workers held on the 9th of May.
Still, the holiday keeps up its meaning, commemorating the millions of people fallen in
World War Il. There are both joyful and mournful moments in this holiday: meetings of veter-
ans, laying wreaths to the monuments of Glory and beds of honour, the minute of silence, and
the night salute in celebration of the victory over fascism.

12 - Independence Day

The Independence Day of Russia or the Day of Russia is one of
the "youngest"” public holidays in this country. On the 12th of June 1990
in the course of sovereignization of the republics of the USSR the 1st
Congress of People's Deputies of RSFSR adopted the Declaration of the
state sovereignty of Russia. In 1994 this day was declared as the national
holiday. Officially it is the most important modern public holiday in the
country, but for most of the Russians it remains just a formality.

July 7 - lvan Kupala

This holiday is equivalent to the Holiday of St.
John the Baptist and relates to water. To celebrate this
day young people gathered near river and ponds, sang
songs and danced. Mass baths were taken in that day. In
the evenings fires were burned and young people tried to
jump over the fires holding each-others' hands. If after
the jump hands were still together, it meant a sign of
close wedding. People went deep into the forests in pairs
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and alone to find a fern flower, said to blossom at Ivan Kupala night only and to fulfill wishes.

According to an old belief, lvan Kupala personifies the blossoming of powers of nature.
The rites are based on worshipping water and the sun. From times immemorial it was customary
to make ritual bonfires on banks of rivers and lakes on the Eve of Ivan Kupala.

Purifying bonfires were the major peculiarity of Kupala Eve. They danced around bon-
fires, of course, to the accompaniment of live music. Young folks would throw wreaths over the
bonfires and jump over them. Those who jumped higher were believed to live happier in future.
In some places peasants even made their cattle go through this fire to protect it from pestilence.
Mothers burned their ill children’s underwear to make all illnesses burn down, too. The youth
and kids after jJumping over bonfires would arrange boisterous merry games and races with one
another. Playing race and catch was invariable on this night. By an old pagan belief on Kupala
Eve, which is the shortest night in the year, one should not sleep, since all evil spirits come alive
and are quite active.

On the Eve of Ivan Kupala the youth would look for their intended ones and choose their
destinies: girls launched wreaths with lit candles on water and boys were to catch them — whose
wreath he gets, she will be his wife.

It is not a public holiday, yet is still remembered and loved by some people. The same
concerns Troitsa, another holiday manifesting the mixture of pagan and Christian traditions.

Troitsa (the Trinity)

On Troitsa (the 50" day after Paskha) the houses were usually decorat-
ed with fresh green branches. The maiden's clothes were put on young birch-
trees and songs and dances round the birch-trees took place. The garlands
made of birch branches and flowers were put into water for fortune-telling.

November 4 — The Day of National Unity

Since 2005 Russia has celebrated a new holiday - the so-called Day of National Unity,
commemorating the anniversary of the Russian people’s victory over the Polish invaders back in
1612.

Almost four centuries back in early November the Russian levy en masse headed by mer-
chant Minin and Prince Pozharsky kicked the interveners away from Moscow and put an end to
the so-called Time of Troubles.

In fact the new holiday was introduced to replace the public holiday of the October Social
Revolution, later renamed into the Day of Accord and Reconciliation on November 7. According
to the majority of observers, the main reason for this shift of the day off was the intention to
erase totally any associations with the anniversary of the October Social Revolution (7 Novem-
ber 1917).

Professional Holidays

Along with national holidays Russia has many other holidays, professional holidays (Day
of the miner, Day of the fisherman, etc) making the major part of them. Some professional holi-
days have a fixed date, whereas most of them fall on the 1st, 2nd, etc. Sunday or Saturday of this
or that month. The Teacher’s Day, which was established in the USSR in 1965 is widely cele-
brated in Russia; initially it was marked annually on the second Sunday of October. In 1994 the
holiday was shifted to the 5th of October and since then Russia has celebrated the International
Teacher’s Day together with other countries.

Brief History of Russian Cuisine
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Russia stretches from the White Sea in the north to the Black Sea in the south, from the
Baltic Sea in the west to the Pacific Ocean in the east, neighboring many other countries. Rus-
sians speak Russian and share the same culture and traditions nationwide. An essential part of
every nation is its cuisine. Ethnographers start studying every nation with its cuisine because it
can reveal its history, everyday life and traditions. Russian Cuisine is no exception and is a very
important part of Russia and its history.

Russian cuisine dates back to the 10th century. Old Russian cuisine became really di-
verse by the 15th century. Of course it was influenced by natural and geographical conditions.
The abundance of rivers, lakes and forests contributed to the appearance of dishes made from
fish, game, mushrooms and berries.

In the fields they planted different grains like rye, oat, wheat, barley, buckwheat and oth-
ers. They made grain porridges (kamra) from it of different kinds. Porridge (xama) has always
been a traditional national dish. Russians eat porridges throughout their lives: young kids eat
manna-croup kasha, adults like buckwheat kasha.

As the Old Russian saying goes «Kamra - MaTymika Haiia, a XJe0er p>KaHoH - OTell Halll
poauoii» - (Porridge is our mother, bread is our father).

From the early times in Russia they used dough to make noodles(nammia), pelmeni
(menemenn),vareniki (Bapenuku), brown rye bread (uepHsiii pxanoit xiae6) without which one
cannot imagine the Russian cuisine. By the X century they got wheat grain and an assortment of
pastry increased largely - they started baking karavai (xapasait), kalach (kaxau), pies ( maporwu),
pancakes (6aunbl), oladii (omaapu) and others.

In the 9th century the most common ingredients were turnip (pemna), cabbage (kamycra),
radish (penpka), peas (ropox), cucumbers (orypisr). They were eaten raw, baked, steamed, salt-
ed, marinated. Potatoes did not appear until the 18th century, and tomatoes until the 19th centu-
ry. Up until the beginning of the 19th there not hardly any salads. The first salads were prepared
from a certain vegetable. That's why they got names like : cabbage salad (canar kamycTHsIif), CU-
cumber salad (canar orypeunsriii) or potato salad ( kaprodensHbIit). Later on the recipes became
more complex and many salad were made from many different vegetables, sometimes with fish
or meat, and they got more interesting names too: Spring (Becna), Health (3mopoBse), Sea Gem
(Mopckast sxemuyxuna) and others.

Hot liquid dishes appeared from the early times as well: first fish soup (yxa), shchi (tum),
and later borsch (6opi), rassolnik - sour soup (pacconbuuk), and then different sorts of Soyinka
(comstaka). In the XIX century these liquid dishes were named Soups (cyrisr)

Among drinks popular were kvass (kBac) and different wild berries' drinks. Spices (ITps-
HocTH) Were used extensively since the XI century. Russian and overseas merchants brought
clove (rBo3auka), cinnamon (koputia), ginger (um6ups), coriander (kopuansp), bay leaf (;aBpo-
BeIi nuct), black pepper (uepnsiit neperr), olive oil (onuBkoBoe Macio), lemons (iuMoHsI) etc.
Russia was trading with western countries and was a passing way to China.

Tea (Yaii) was first brought to Russia in the XVII century. As for alcoholic drinks, in the
Old Russia they drank low-alcohol drinks based on honey and berries. Vodka was first brought
to Russia in XV century, and was immediately banned and did not appear until the reign of Ivan
the Terrible in the middle of XVI century. At that time the first Tsar Bar was opened (Ilapckwuii
TpaxTup).

Russian cuisine was not only unique because of the ingredients they used but because
the food was cooked in the Russian Stove (B pycckoii meun). They baked bread in them, brewed
kvass and beer, and on stoves they dried food. And they were generally used to heat houses and
many people slept on them.

The food cooked in stoves was delicious because it was heated evenly from all sides.
Russian stoves are no longer used these days, even in the countryside. They have been replaced
by electric stoves and microwave ovens. In the old times the food of the elite class was no differ-
ent from what the common people ate. By the XVII century the food of the elite became more
sophisticated, differing not only in quantity but in the serving manner and ingredients.
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Tsar feasts were very pompous and huge with a great variety of dishes. The number of
dishes could reach 150-200.

The sizes of dishes increased, and the duration of the banquet. They normally started at
lunch time and continued eating till late night.

XVIII century was a new era in the development of Russian society. Piter | not only
transferred the capital to St. Petersburg closer to the Western Europe and changed the calendar,
he changed many traditions. Russia was becoming more and more influenced by western Euro-
pean cuisine, first German and then Dutch and French.

The Russian aristocracy was hiring foreign chefs that totally replaced lady-cooks. The
Russian cuisine got dishes like sandwiches (6yrepopoasr), salads (camarer) and bouillon
(oynpon), and a choice of pan fried dishes (beefsteaks, entrecote, meat patties (kotnersr), as well
as sauces (coycsr), xene (jellies), creams etc. Russian tratirs (rpaxtupsr) were replaced by res-
taurants with waiters and hosts. Most of this did not affect the common people.

Russian food was also diverse in different parts of the country because of the different
climates and nature of those parts.

Each article contains information regarding the nature of
the work, working conditions, employment outlook, education and training, and earnings for that
occupation. A solid educational foundation is important, although, according to the Occupational
Outlook Handbook, it is not as important as experience especially in such professions as actors.
However, even actors with well established careers polish their skills in acting classes with other
professionals. Dancers spend many hours in training as do musicians.

D A survey by the TUC found that employees in small businesses are more satisfied at
work. They were also found to be the most committed and loyal to their organisations. They also
felt most engaged by their employer and had the most freedom to choose their working patterns.
There were far fewer reports of bullying, lower stress levels and fewer complaints about long
working hours. The Chairman of the Federation of Small Businesses said ‘In terms of the way
they treat their staff, small businesses consistently out perform their bigger competitors. Small
business owners know that the greatest asset is their staff and they are more likely to treat them
as individuals and recognize their needs. By having a committed and loyal workforce the small-
est business has a bigger advantage.

He then
went round the “Square Mile” in the City, where all the main financial organizations in London
are located and proceeded to place one of these CVs under the windscreen of every Rolls Royce
and top of the range BMW and Mercedes he came across. Next day, he had several phone calls
offering him interviews from the senior executives whom the cars belonged to. Note that we are
not advocating this approach: one graduate jobseeker put up 200 poster sized CVs around Hull
and ended up being fined for bill posting!

G As you begin the journey of choosing a career, you may be surprised to discover the ill
effects of negative childhood experiences coloring your decision-making process. Tragic situa-
tions during childhood, such as extreme poverty, death, and other traumatic events affect indi-
viduals at the chemical level, strongly influencing their overall health and their choices as adults.
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They may believe their options are limited to careers that have no prestige or that they will be
stuck in the same career forever, according to the Career Development Center. Young adults
who are at the effect of traumatic childhood life events may believe they are not allowed to fail
and, if they do, there is no chance of succeeding in another career.

As science, knowledge grew and became more complicated. Many new fields of science
appeared. At the same time, the boundaries between scientific fields became less clear. Numer-
ous areas of science overlap each other and it is often hard to tell where one science ends and an-
other begins. All sciences are closely interconnected.

Digital humanities is a new direction in science, which began to develop especially ac-
tively in the last 5 years. It is a hybrid of the STEM and the humanities. But not in the sense that
the humanities have suddenly decided to do physics. The main word here is still humanities, that
is, the classical humanities — philology, history, philosophy, cultural studies. It is only proposed
to study them in a new way — by ceasing to ignore the fact that the world is turning into digital.

Previously, researchers had dozens, hundreds, thousands of books on hand — today we are
talking about millions. How can we study them if thousands of years are not enough to read
them? Previously, tens of thousands of manuscripts were gathering dust in archives and were
available only to a select few — now they are digitized, supplied with “smart” markup and intelli-
gent search tools. How can we analyze and draw conclusions from this wealth of data? Previous-
ly, cartography was the lot of the elite — now everyone can place their coordinates on the interac-
tive globe. How can you use Google Maps to learn new things about trade in the ancient world,
the spread of plague in medieval Europe or air travel in the post-war USSR? All these questions
forced humanitarian researchers to master skills and knowledge completely uncharacteristic for
them — data analysis, data science, automatic text mining, network theory, geoinformatics. This
is how “digital humanities” appeared.

And it is almost impossible to give an exhaustive definition of Digital Humanities.
http://whatisdigitalhumanities.com/ has 817 different options — you can just refresh the page in
your browser and read one by one. By the way, my favorite definition is: “DH is taking tools
built by warmongers, oil companies, spy agencies & investment bankers and using them to study
literature, philosophy, culture and the classics”.

In fact, formal studies of humanitarian objects have a rich history in the 20th century —
poetry, historical databases, and stylometry. For linguists, however, working with text corpora
and statistical data has long become mainstream. In fact, a new heyday of interest in exact meth-
ods in the humanities is associated with the emergence of new opportunities — the availability of
electronic texts, the development of methods for their automatic analysis, new storage and pro-
cessing capacities, new tools for working with data.

- There is still a lot of controversy as to who can be considered the first mechanical
watch. However, this groundbreaking discovery allowed people to measure time.

- Penicillin (the first antibiotic) was discovered in 1928. If this had not happened, then
people would probably still die from things like stomach ulcers, tooth abscesses, tonsillitis and
scarlet fever, staphylococcal infection, leptospirosis, etc.

- Rough forms of anesthesia such as opium, mandrake, and alcohol were used as early as
70 AD. But it wasn't until 1847 that an American surgeon determined that ether and chloroform
could be anesthetics, thereby making painful surgery much more bearable.

- The fateful discovery of electricity is usually associated with the name of one scientist,
although this phenomenon was known to the ancient Greeks. But he can rightfully be considered
the father of modern power grids and electrical appliances, because he discovered the basic prin-
ciples of electromagnetic induction, diamagnetism and electrolysis. During his experiments, he
also created the first generator that produces electricity.

- Pasteurization was discovered in the 1860s. It is a heat treatment process that destroys
pathogens in certain foods and beverages such as wine, beer, and milk. This discovery had a
huge impact on public health.

- This is a well-known story - the famous English mathematician and physicist discov-
ered the force of gravity after an apple fell on his head in 1664. His discovery explains why
things fall to earth and why planets revolve around the sun.

- It is common knowledge that modern civilization grew thanks to the Industrial Revolu-
tion, the main cause of which was the steam engine. In fact, this engine was not invented over-
night, but rather it was gradually developed over about a hundred years thanks to 3 British inven-
tors.

- In 1869, a Russian chemist, while studying the atomic weights of elements, noticed that
chemical elements can be formed into groups with similar properties. As a result, he managed to
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create the first periodic table, which became one of the most important discoveries in the field
of chemistry.

- The German physicist discovered X-rays in 1895 when he was studying the phenomena
that accompany the passage of electric current through extremely low pressure gas. For this
groundbreaking discovery, he was awarded the first-ever Nobel Prize in Physics in 1901.

- Two related theories — special relativity and general relativity — were published in
1905. They transformed theoretical physics and astronomy in the 20th century, replacing New-
ton's 200-year-old theory of mechanics. This theory has become the basis for much of modern
science.

Marie Sklodowska Curie

Marie Sklodowska Curie was a Polish and naturalized-French physicist and chemist who
conducted pioneering research on radioactivity. She was the first woman and only woman to win
twice, and the only person to win a Nobel Prize in two different sciences. She was part of the Cu-
rie family legacy of five Nobel Prizes. She was also the first woman to become a professor at the
University of Paris, and in 1995 became the first woman to be entombed on her own merits in
the Panthéon in Paris.

Her achievements included the development of the theory of radioactivity (a term that she
coined), techniques for isolating radioactive isotopes, and the discovery of two elements, poloni-
um and radium. Under her direction, the world's first studies into the treatment of neoplasms
were conducted using radioactive isotopes. She founded the Curie Institutes in Paris and in War-
saw, which remain major centres of medical research today. During World War | she developed
mobile radiography units to provide X-ray services to field hospitals.

Marie Curie died in 1934, aged 66, at a sanatorium in Sancellemoz (Haute-Savoie),
France, of aplastic anemia from exposure to radiation in the course of her scientific research and
in the course of her radiological work at field hospitals during World War 1.

Alexander Fleming

Alexander Fleming, the discoverer of penicillin, was born in Scotland in 1881 at a farm.
He began to go to school when he was five. In 1895 he went to London and decided to dedicate
his life to medicine. At first Fleming wanted to become a surgeon but soon he got interested in
bacteriology and decided that he was to find his future in research. Sir Alexander Fleming did
not have the life which was outwardly very exciting. He spent his working hours in hospitals and
laboratories. He went from home to his laboratory every morning and went home from his labor-
atory every night. He sat in front of his fire and talked to his wife. He taught his son to swim and
to fish. It was life that did not seem to be different from the life of the bank manager or the office
worker. But it was not so. The great work that he did was done for the benefit of sick men and
women. His discovery of penicillin did more to help suffering mankind than anything else for
centuries. When he died in 1955 his old friend said: "...by his work he relieved more suffering
than any other living man."”

Louis Braille

Louis Braille was a French educator and inventor of a system of reading and writing for
use by the blind or visually impaired. His system remains virtually unchanged to this day, and is
known worldwide simply as braille.

Blinded in both eyes as a result of an early childhood accident, Braille mastered his disa-
bility while still a boy. He excelled in his education and received a scholarship to France's Royal
Institute for Blind Youth. While still a student there, he began developing a system of tactile
code that could allow blind people to read and write quickly and efficiently. Inspired by the mili-
tary cryptography of Charles Barbier, Braille constructed a new method built specifically for the
needs of the blind. He presented his work to his peers for the first time in 1824.

In adulthood, Braille served as a professor at the Institute and had an avocation as a musi-
cian, but he largely spent the remainder of his life refining and extending his system. It went un-
used by most educators for many years after his death, but posterity has recognized braille as a
revolutionary invention, and it has been adapted for use in languages worldwide.

Charles Babbage

British mathematician and inventor, who designed and built mechanical computing ma-
chines on principles that anticipated the modern electronic computer. Babbage was born in
Teignmouth, Devon, and educated at the University of Cambridge. He became a Fellow of the
Royal Society in 1816 and was active in the founding of the Analytical, the Royal Astronomical,
and the Statistical Societies.
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In the 1820s Babbage began developing his Difference Engine, a mechanical device that
could perform simple mathematical calculations. Although Babbage started to build his machine,
he was unable to complete it because of a lack of funding. In the 1830s Babbage began develop-
ing his Analytical Engine, which was designed to carry out more complicated calculations, but
this device was never built, too. Babbage's book, «Economy of Machines and Manufactures»
(1832), initiated the field of study known today as operational research.

GEODESY

The scientific objective of geodesy is to determine the size and shape of the Earth. The
practical role of geodesy is to provide a network of accurately surveyed points on the Earth’s
surface, the vertical elevations and geographic positions of which are precisely known and, in
turn, may be incorporated in maps. When two geographic coordinates of a control point on the
Earth’s surface, its latitude and longitude, are known as well as its elevation above sea level, the
location of that point is known with accuracy within the limits of error involved in the surveying
processes. In mapping large areas, such as a whole state or country, the irregularities in the cur-
vature of the Earth must be considered. A network of precisely surveyed control points provides
a skeleton to which other surveys may be tied to provide progressively finer networks of more
closely space points. The resulting networks of points have many uses, including anchor points
or bench marks for surveys of highways and other civil features. A major use of control points is
to provide reference points to which the contour lines and other features of topographic maps are
tied. Most topographic maps are made using photogrammetric techniques and aerial photo-
graphs. The Earth’s figure is that of a surface called the geoid, which over the Earth is the aver-
age sea level at each location; under the continents the geoid is an imaginary continuation of sea
level. The geoid is not a uniform spheroid, however, because of the existence of irregularities in
the attraction of gravity from place to place on the Earth’s surface. These irregularities of the ge-
oid would bring about serious errors in the surveyed location of control points if astronomical
methods, which involve use of the local horizon, were used solely in determining locations. Be-
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cause of these irregularities, the reference surface used in geodesy is that of a regular mathemati-
cal surface, an ellipsoid of revolution that fits the geoid as closely as possible. This reference el-
lipsoid is below the geoid in some places and above it in the others. Over the oceans, mean sea
level defines the geoid surface, but over the land areas the geoid is an imaginary sea-level sur-
face. Today perturbations in the motions of artificial satellites are used to define the global geoid
and gravity pattern with a high degree of accuracy. Geodetic satellites are positioned at a height
of 700-800 kilometers above the Earth. Simultaneous range observations from several laser sta-
tions fix the position of a satellite, and radar altimeters measure directly its height over the
oceans. Results show that the geoid is irregular; in places its surface is up to 100 metres higher
than the ideal reference ellipsoid and elsewhere it is as much as 100 metres below it. The most
likely explanation for this height 4 variation is that the gravity (and density) anomalies are relat-
ed to mantle convection and temperature differences at depth. An important observation that
confirms this interpretation is that there is a close correlation between the gravity anomalies and
the surface expression of the Earth’s plate boundaries. This also strengthens the idea that the ul-
timate driving force of tectonic plate is a large-scale circulation of the mantle. A similar satellite
ranging technique is also used to determine the drift rates of continents. Repeated measurements
of laser light travel times between ground stations and satellites permit the relative movement of
different control blocks to be calculated.
